2026.

5. A registration of Six Hundred Pesos (Php 600.00) for school paper advisers,
coaches, and campus journalists shall be collected by the RXI Cashier.
Further, membership fees of One Hundred Pesos (Php 100.00) for the SPA
and Coach, and Ninety Pesos (Php 90.00) for CJ shall be collected by the
DRASPAI Treasurer. These are all chargeable against School
MOOE/local/school/Special Education Fund, School Campus Journalism
Funds and other available funds, subject to usual auditing and accounting
regulations.

6. The competition shall consist of specific rounds to determine the RSPC
winners, comprising three (3) rounds for Individual Events and two (2) rounds
for Group Events.

7. Only participants who qualify in the first round shall advance to the
succeeding round:

8. All school heads and coaches must ensure that journalists have their parents’
consents and medical certificates, while coaches must have their travel

authority.

9. All public school district supervisors and school heads shall ensure that
teacher-participants are required to submit substitution slips indicating the
teacher/s who will take charge over their classes. This is in adherence with
DO 9, s. 2005, instituting measures to increase time on task.
